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The destruction of nature and the environment is happening throughout the
world at an alarming and increasing pace and Myanmar as being developing
country can not simply escape from this problem Natural disasters such as

country can not simply escape from this problem. Natural disasters such as
storms, hurricanes, landslides, floods and wildfire have always impacted the
natural world and its wildlife. Now however, with the global human population
exceeding 7 billion, wildlife are losing their habitat from human developments
such as dam construction and timber harvest, the production of fossil fuels, and
huge mining projects that devour entire mountains. Add to this the land cleared
to feed a burgeoning human population, and it becomes obvious wildlife are
fast losing their habitat. Among wildlife, turtles are particularly vulnerable to
human actions, more so than many species because they grow slow, go slow
and not dangerous to human.

Consequently, the huge demand for turtles as food, ingredients of traditional
Chinese medicine, and pets has left many species tottering on the brink of
extinction. Most of the 25 species of turtles found in Myanmar are now
considered at risk of extinction, and many are classified as Critically
Endangered, meaning that without conservation action, these species are likely
to go extinct in the very near future. As the estimated value of the illegal
wildlife trade in 2011 over the world is 7.8 to 10 billion US Dollars per year,
the ultimate fate of turtle populations throughout the country is in doubt.

Therefore, with the full support of the Forestry Department, Wildlife
Conservation Society and Turtle Survival Alliance are undertaking in-situ
conservation projects to protect remaining natural populations, and ex-situ
conservation projects to establish captive breeding groups that can serve as a
buffer against possible extinction in the wild. These efforts are complimentary
as exemplified by our efforts to save the endemic Burmese Roofed Turtle from
extinction. From less than 20 individuals in captivity and a small wild
population in 2004, there are now almost 600 turtles in two captive-breeding
and head-starting centers in Myanmar. In addition to pulling the Roofed Turtle
back from the edge of the extinction abyss, captive breeding programs for the
Critically Endangered Burmese Star Tortoise have been spectacularly
successful Now thought to be extinct in the wild nearly 2000 tortoises aresuccessful. Now thought to be extinct in the wild, nearly 2000 tortoises are
held at three assurance colonies in Myanmar. These beautiful tortoises breed so
well in captivity that a reintroduction at a wildlife sanctuary is now moving
forward from the planning stages.
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Another exciting development is the construction of a Turtle Rescue Center,
now underway in Zeebin Forest Reserve of Naung Cho Township in Shan
State The rescue center will house turtles confiscated from illegal wildlifeState. The rescue center will house turtles confiscated from illegal wildlife
traders and rehabilitate these animals, which after an appropriate quarantine
period will be released in suitably protected habitat or placed in an existing
assurance colony.

Enforcement of wildlife laws and community education programs are also
important aspects of turtle conservation in Myanmar. To this end we
collaborate closely with the Forest Department and assist with confiscations of
illegally harvested turtles We also have a number of on-going outreach andillegally harvested turtles. We also have a number of on going outreach and
education programs that address conservation issues at the community level.

This photographic identification guide book will undoubtedly be very useful in
law enforcement, biological training, and educational work. There are 26
species of freshwater turtles and tortoises in Myanmar, six of which are
endemic. We are proud of our diverse and unique turtle fauna, and with the
continuing assistance of the Forest Department, we will work to ensure that
future generations can come to know and love these truly unique animalsfuture generations can come to know and love these truly unique animals.

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Myanmar's turtles are in a race against time

With 26 species of chelonians Myanmar is one of Asia’s turtle diversity
hotspots, ranking fourth behind Indonesia, India and Vietnam in species
richness and seventh on a global scale Six of these species are endemic Butrichness, and seventh on a global scale. Six of these species are endemic. But
this exceptional diversity is at risk as the list of Myanmar’s – indeed all of
Asia’s – chelonians ranked critically endangered by the IUCN Red List grows
at an alarming rate. A victim of its geography, Myanmar shares porous borders
with five countries, most important among them being China whose burgeoning
wildlife markets threaten to drain turtle and tortoise populations of nearby
countries. Trade pressures are simply unsustainable and we are watching
populations and species literally vanish before our eyes. Recent trade surveysp p p y y y
confirm a high numbers of Myanmar endemics in turtle markets of southern
China, and we continue to see frequent seizures of chelonians along well-
established trade routes connecting the two countries.

In the late 1990s the late John Thorbjarnarson, an exceptionally gifted field
biologist working with the Wildlife Conservation Society (WCS), helped bring
the plight of Myanmar’s chelonian fauna to the world’s attention. John
methodically quantified and prioritized (along with his colleague Bryan Stuart)y q p ( g g y )
the countries that stood to lose the most by the ongoing Asian Turtle Crisis.
That paper directed our attention to Myanmar back in 2003 and today little has
changed. Much has been lost, but so much remains. Building on John’s early
work - indeed standing on the shoulders of a giant - the WCS and the Turtle
Survival Alliance (TSA), in collaboration with the Myanmar Forestry
Department, launched a comprehensive program aimed initially at recovering
two critically endangered endemics, the Burmese Roof Turtle and Burmese Star
Tortoise Today both species are recognized as conservation success storiesTortoise. Today both species are recognized as conservation success stories
while the overall program has come to be regarded as Asia’s most successful.
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Fortunately a talented and highly motivated team of biologists - led by this
book’s senior authors, Kalyar and Steve Platt and turtle team – are engaged in a
rapid discovery phase to ascertain what remains of this diverse fauna – long
neglected by western biologists - and determine what actions are necessary toneglected by western biologists and determine what actions are necessary to
protect species and populations. Battling market forces and an astonishing
rate of habitat destruction, this team is essentially in a race against time. This
list of places to explore, and species to verify, grows larger by the day and their
mandate is becoming overwhelming. Likewise our limited resources are often
stretched to the breaking point by the volume of trade confiscations that must
be cared for. If we are to be successful in saving important pieces of this
diverse chelonian fauna, then we must find the means to expand this team and
their impact. Recruitment needs to start at home and hopefully this book will
stimulate that process.

The Photographic Guide to the Freshwater Turtles and Tortoises of Myanmar
represents the first treatment of this remarkable fauna in over a decade, and is a
valuable contribution to the herpetology of this emerging country. This volume
provides updated information that will prove useful to biologists as well as
wildlife enforcement staff on the front lines. However it is my hope that this
volume will inspire enthusiasm and interest among a new generation of
Myanmar’s students, and encourage renewed involvement in efforts to protect
their unique natural heritage.

In 2002 my Wildlife Conservation Society colleague, the late Dr. John
Thorbjarnarson, wrote a foreword to the Turtles and Tortoises of Myanmar written
by Dr. Win Maung and U Win Ko Ko, the first ever book on this important topic.
It is my great honour to have been requested by the authors to follow him and
write a forward to this new Photographic Guide to the Freshwater Turtles and
Tortoises of Myanmar.
It is very sad that John Thorbjarnarson himself could not be writing this foreword,
he tragically died far too young in February 2010. John was great field
herpetologist, an expert in both crocodilians and chelonians, who loved Myanmar
its diverse fauna and amazing people. John visited Myanmar on a number of
occasions and formed many long friendships with the students and colleagues with
whom he worked. I know he would be very proud this day to see some of his
closest Myanmar friends bring their expertise together to produce this newclosest Myanmar friends bring their expertise together to produce this new
guidebook.
In his foreword of 2002 John introduced the severity of what has become known
as the Asian Turtle Crisis, and the impact the massive demand for turtles as pets,
food or medicine worldwide, was having on the native turtle fauna of countries
like Myanmar. Things since then have not improved. In 2002 John stated that 50%
of the turtles of Southeast Asia were listed as Critically Endangered or Endangered
on the global Red List of IUCN. Today that figure has risen to almost 70%, higher
than any other faunal group worldwide. And Myanmar, with its close proximity to
the large markets of China, remains in the front line.
However, in Myanmar there is also hope, as the country’s conservationists, first
among them this book’s authors, have created one of the world’s most successful
turtle conservation projects. The endemic Myanmar Roofed Turtle, previously
though extinct, was rediscovered in 2002, the year the earlier book was published.
Today, thanks to the work of the Forest Department, WCS and TSA, a resident
population is now successfully protected on the Upper Chindwin River along withpopulation is now successfully protected on the Upper Chindwin River, along with
two captive assurance colonies of adult and juvenile animals elsewhere in the
country. The total known world population has therefore risen from less than 10 to
over 600 individuals in ten years.
This book is an invaluable contribution to continuing to promote a better
understanding, and the conservation of Myanmar’s unique turtle fauna among a
new generation of the country’s students, biologists and many others across the
country. It is my sincere belief that the successful recovery of the Myanmar
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Roofed Turtle is just the beginning of what we can do together to ensure a future
for Myanmar’s turtles, and I am sure John, if he were still with us, would agree.
